� Consider reading the current Bible Lesson with this workshop topic in mind as 

part of our collective preparation.  The goal:  prepare to respond as a 

practitioner.  

 We will share our responses to these questions as a springboard for 

“taking our calls” for specific prayer.  Looking forward to your participation and 

our mutual spiritual growth!
