his eyes and said: "I feel like a new man. My suffering is all gone."  It was 
between three and four o'clock in the afternoon when this took place.  
    I told him to rise, dress himself, and take supper with his family. He did 

so. The next day I saw him in the yard. Since then I have not seen him, but 
am informed that he went to work in two weeks. The discharge from the sore 
stopped, and the sore was healed. The diseased condition had continued 

there ever since the injury was received in boyhood.
